We discussed the four main
instrument sections of an orchestra last
week. Today, I'll tell you about how string
instruments sound and what they play in an
orchestra. The first is the violin. The violin
is the baby of the string family, and like
babies, it makes the highest sounds. Violins
often play the melody in an orchestra. Next
is the viola. Violas produce a richer, warmer
sound than the violin, and they almost
always play the harmony in an orchestra.
The third is the cello. Of all the string
instruments, cellos sound the most like a
human voice, and they can make a wide
variety of tones, from warm, low pitches to
bright, higher notes. They play both harmony
and melody. Lastly, the harp is different
from the other string instruments. The sound
of the harp is often dreamlike, almost like a
fairy tale. It plays both melody and harmony.
